Talking Point 

Communal Violence

‘Do never die, nor cause death, but resist death to death’ has been the mission of Indian culture. Unfortunately communal violence and death has become the order of the day. Sri Sri Thakur Anukul Chandra says, ‘unless every one becomes the interest of the other and every community fulfills the other’s interest, there can’t be any freedom’ (Alo. Pras. Vol. 8:14-5-1946). 

According to Sri Sri Thakur, the cause of disunity is ignorance. He tells that there remains always a group who wants to create conflict. This satanic attitude needs to be nipped in the bud through legislations. The unity efforts need to be encouraged but for that reason, sacrifice of adherence to one’s religion and cultural specificities (in the name of uniformity) should not be entertained. The way we want to exist through our specialties, the same has to be extended to others for their existence. Our motto should be ‘to live and let live’. Then where is the scope of conflict? ( Alo. Pras. Vol. 8: 21-5-1946)

Sri Sri Thakur desires that arrangement should be made to ensure that every community works for the other. “I say that if I abide by Veda, then it implies that I also abide by Koran and Bible. My desire is that Hindus should not only discuss their own scriptures, but also would discuss the scriptures being followed by other communities. In this way, as much as would all know the original matters of each others, so much would the resistance be minimized and the fellow feeling would improve.” ( Alo. Pras. Vol. 8: 21-5-1946)

He further says, “arrangement should be made to ensure that none can harm anyone inspite of having individual independence. The legislation that ensures personal independence and mandates to serve others yet puts obstructions in harming anyone  is the best and divine.” (Alo. Pras. Vol. 8:2-6-1946)

Commenting on decision taken by then national leaders, Sri Sri Thakur said, “Acceptance of communal award and boycott of census are the two blunders’. Damage to neither Hindus nor Muslims is good. If someone’s existential interest is at stake, then it causes loss to others also”. He declares—“we do not know either Hinduism or Islam. We understand human rights for being and becoming, common electorate, judiciously conducted adult franchise and right man in the right place.” (Alo. Pras. Vol. 8:22-5-1946)

He tells, “those who do not have an Ideal or Ista and take decision by projecting their own goodness on others, are prone to make mistakes. Adherence to Ideal is necessary for unbiased judgment. Sri.Sri Thakur also says that one’s good peeps through doing good to others. So, one should continue to do good for others while contriving to fulfill the wishes of his Ista. This is the road to health, wealth and happiness.” (Alo. Pras. Vol. 6:7-3-1945)

To maintain universal harmony, Sri Sri Thakur desires creation of an emergency fund by every province for other provinces and by every country for other countries. This fund could be utilized during disasters and calamities so that the world peace and growth could become much simpler. He says that our duty is to become interested in every one and make everyone interested in each other. (Alo. Pras. Vol. 8:2-6-1946) 

Sri Sri Thakur is against communal labels for short term gains. He says that the label of ‘Harijan’ has been forced upon in the name of Harijan movement. 

It will take a century to overcome its deleterious affect.  Our aim should be to improve the unity of society while maintaining the instinctive specificity. (Alo. Pras. Vol. 8:27-7-1946).

He wants us to remain always prepared for adverse situations. “There is no certainty as to how will one behave in a given situation. Therefore, it is better to remain prepared for bigger blows so that the mind gets affected the least”. (Alo. Pras. Vol. 6: 4-12-1944) 

Discourses

During discussion, the participants asked—“Why do we forget? What is its remedy?”

Sri Sri Thakur: One reason is that people try to forget many unpleasant contexts for which they gradually forget even the remember-worthy matters. Besides, when two thoughts crop up simultaneously, then either both the thoughts perish or one perishes and the other remains. This happens because of damage to the association channel.

For remembrance, it is necessary to make notes on everything. Slowly, memory gets cultured by this. Again, bhajan is needed which makes the nerves alert.  I don’t think if there is anything else as a remedy for it. Further, memory gradually becomes dull if the gastrointenstinal upset remains continually. Hence, gastrointenstinal system should be maintained well.
