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Talking Point 

Communism
Twentieth century is witness to the rise and fall of communism. Communist revolution based on the theory of Karl Marx attempted to create an egalitarian society, in contrast to capitalism. When asked if communism is good for India, Sri Sri Thakur replied, “I do not understand what communism is all about. We need to maintain distinction based on instinct and individual liberty; as much as we want to exist, grow and be unified through Ideal. We want to make everyone prosperous.” (Alo. Pra.Vol.19:15-10-1950)

According to Sri Sri Thakur Anukul Chandra, “one who gathers people for the service of humanity to uplift them to the Ideal is communist in the normal sense.” (The Message, Vol. IV: 45). He says, communist is a man for common people, who serves them with every active service to Him; to elate them in their life and growth so that they do not become inimical to any one. So, he is a friend with malice towards none and loved by all—striving to tide over all the calamities and the satanic frenzy of life with propitious elatement of their existential upholdment. (The Message, Vol. IV: 56-57)  

Commenting on communist’s approach towards Dharma, Sri Sri Thakur says, “Love of knowledge is ingrained in Dharma. You may not have faith in God, but why will one respect communism if it does not have faith in good? If aim of communism is to destroy the foundation of Dharma, then it is better to shoot all the people. Let us realize that we might change the word from ‘Dharma’ to ‘Communism’, but we can’t survive by excluding the ingredients of Dharma. If you want to have good, then become God-centric.” (Alo. Pras. Vol. 20: 13-7-51). “Can you think of communism shorn of Marx-Lenin? We will be deprived of the benefits of Dharma if we discard Dharma by mistaking it with its distorted form”. (Alo. Pras. Vol. 21: 23-4-52)

When you take birth, you are not able to earn and hence forced to exploit your mother. But the dull child gradually becomes ready to nourish the mother. When the child exploits but does not nourish, then it becomes a sin. Exploitation means taking from the environment without nurturing and preserving it. (Alo. Pras. Vol. 21: 3-5-52)

There are two varieties in the creation—efficient and deficient. If the number of deficient increases, then, they have to survive depending upon the efficient. So, the efficient ones get exploited. Therefore, the deficient has to be converted to efficient. If someone does not want distribution on the basis of instincts, then it must be understood that they want to maintain the exploitation. No nation can do anything unless the people are made efficient on the basis of their instinctive ability. (Alo. Pras. Vol. 21: 19-5-52)

Sri Sri Thakur says individual freedom must be respected, otherwise creativity is affected. If everyone gets same remuneration, why should any one labour more? It will ruin society. Exploitation will remain, unless everyone’s capacity improves to produce more than his necessity. That is why attention is needed to enhance one’s inherent capability (Alo. Pras. Vol. 21: 30-4-52). If you have to keep your physic healthy, then you have to imbibe a culture of keeping every cell healthy. Similarly, if the human society has to be kept healthy, a culture of making every individual concentric has to be created. (Alo. Pra. Vol. 21: 7-9-52)

Every family should produce goods in its own way, individually or collectively.  Steps to be taken to 

make every family prosper, ensuring their individual liberty. If centralized planning is stretched to extreme, then man becomes a machine and his intelligence is not unfurled. He does not retain the ability to do something independently. The nerve, muscle, wisdom and ability improve only when there is scope to do something independently. It must be remembered that people are the owner of the nation. Steps need to be taken to ensure that each and every individual’s wealth, affluence and ability increases. Otherwise, the nation will not prosper. (Alo. Pras. Vol. 21: 8-6-52)
‘State for the individual’ is varnashrama and ‘every individual for state’ is communism. (Alo. Pras. Vol. 20: 1-10-51). We want Indian socialism—the socialism of instinct based distinction, which was followed by our forefathers and we will be successful by following that path. (Alo. Pras. Vol. 20: 25-7-51)
Discourses

Sri Sri Thakur: It is good if a person evolves through the instinct of the family that he is born to.

Mr. Pandey: Birth of a person depends upon the activities of his previous birth. Then why should it be emphasized upon?  

Sri Sri Thakur: We take birth in a family because of having similarity of instinct with the parents. Instinct carries intent. Intention of life gets fulfilled through progression in the instinct based channel.

Mr. Pandey: Isn’t it that instinct is a matter of ego?

Sri Sri Thakur: Instinct is underlined in ego and hence remains dormant.

Mr. Pandey: Doesn’t the instinct and ego clash?

Sri Sri Thakur: Ego selects only those instincts which are conducive to it.
