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Talking Point 
Fate

‘Fate is the effect of move and activities that dissipate in the environment, transforming themselves in their transits—and eventually reverting on one’s own self from beyond the range of one’s knowledge.’ (The Message; Vol. I: 226)

Every event has a cause and effect relationship. ‘We become fatalist when we remain ignorant and do not know how to manipulate and achieve’. (Alo. Pra.Vol.10:9-1-48) If we are adept in regulating the present, then we have nothing to worry for that which is unseen and remote. (Alo. Pra.Vol. 9:1-6-47). Sri Sri Thakur Anukul Chandra says, ‘be thou sure—there is no miracle in the world.’ (The Message; Vol. IX: 284) The miracle–mongering attitude itself is ignorance in essence’. (The Message; Vol. IX: 137). Therefore, we should not link our failure to fate, without following the process to achieve it.
Commenting upon the predictability by Bhrugusamhita, Sri Sri Thakur tells, ‘Why can’t it be predicted? If one commits theft because of one’s stealing tendency and we know about the law and order and environmental condition of a country, then prediction of ‘what will happen in what condition’ is possible. Prediction of go of life is possible for those who are controlled by complexes. But for those who are above complexes, nothing can be predicted correctly. Their run of life is according to their active attachment and velocity. (Alo. Pra.Vol.7:9-2-46)
Sri Sri Thakur says, ‘You can’t show a single person anywhere in the world who has not achieved bliss following the path of Dharma. But if we act against the principles of existence and growth in the pretext of Dharma, we have to face our share of sorrows, sufferings and poverty. Because, consequence of action is inevitable and bidhi (providence) is infallible. (Alo. Pra.Vol.10:30-1-48)
Sometimes we suffer due to unfavourable environment. This is also the consequence of our past action. That is why yaajan is daily practicable for all. Even if the environment is bad, Istacentric tolerance, forbearance, control and resistance helps to increase one’s strength which gives pleasure indirectly. Indulgence in sin singes one for generations and through successive births. Remember, nature will not desist in rewarding every pie of your due; be it good or bad. (Alo. Pra.Vol.10:24-1-48)

Consequence of our past actions keeps our wisdom in a veiled and confused state. This is what is called ignorance. We will have to pierce the ignorance through tenacious, active, sincere responsive adherence and urge. (Alo. Pra.Vol.8 19-5-46)
When we find a sat (virtuous) person is suffering, it includes the consequence of his past and present activities. Sat person means he should be not only knowing the process of existence and growth but also observing them. For example, sadachar (hygiene) has three components-physical, psychic and spiritual. If the person does not observe physical hygiene, he can not escape disease. In spite of observing physical hygiene, if he does not follow psychic hygiene (makes his nerve weak for being absorbed in hopeless and depressed thoughts), disease will be created slowly. Similarly, if he remains deficit with spiritual hygiene (tenacious, active, dynamic, unicentric adherence to Ista), he will fall prey to complexes. Therefore, whatever might be the impact of actions of past lives, if we try to rectify our present go of life; it could transform the past impacts into bliss to a large extent. (Alo. Pra.Vol.10:30-1-48). It is possible to change the impact of actions of all our previous lives through thorough attachment (Alo. Pra.Vol. 8: 8-6-46)
The present character and condition of a person is nothing but resultant of his past habits, talks, thoughts and actions. If his habits, talks, thoughts and actions change, then his character and condition gradually changes. Love helps in bringing this change—be it in the direction of good or bad. That is why; one has to be consciously engaged in Love to his Ista, so that evil consequences of his past actions get channelised towards bliss. To maintain Love towards Ista, one has to take initiation and perform the daily practicable. (Alo. Pra.Vol.10:25-1-48) Because, the only way to overcome the disfavor of destiny, to the 

extent possible, is to be thoroughly engaged with the Supreme Father. (Alo. Pra.Vol.10:21-1-48)
There is influence of all planets both on earth and on individuals. On some people at some period there remains benign or harmful influence of specific planets. We should take advantage of benign influence and take steps to counteract the harmful one. It is possible to raise the psychic level of a person to such a height (through adherence to Ista) that harmful influences of planets do not become so effective. Properly selected gems to a large extent also counteract the harmful influences by repelling the unfavourable rays. (Alo. Pra.Vol.10:9-1-48)

Daiba (divine) is considered to be more powerful than purushakar  (embodied self). Sri Sri Thakur tells, ‘Daiba is also the outcome of purushakar. People wrongly interpret one as the opposite of the other. (Alo. Pra.Vol.17: 18-6-49). The effect of actions when gets adjusted in brain, remains as Daiba. If my present action becomes opposite to that of my past action, then the effect of past interacts and creates problem. If there had been go-between in my past action, the impact of those gaps creates hindrance in getting result now. Every past input pursues us in every action of ours. (Alo. Pra.Vol.17: 4-5-49).
It is true that our past actions are also the creation of purushakar. Therefore, whether one likes or not, if forcefully the purushakar is engaged to fulfill the commands of Guru, then it is possible to create a beautiful future, driving away the sufferings. Hence, Sadguru should never be discarded (Alo. Pra.Vol.9:10-8-47) Whenever you observe that the commands of Ista is gradually slipping away from mind and other burdens are ruling, know it for sure, then and there, you are in the captivity of wicked planets. In such situation, forcefully get immersed in conducts and activities of Ista, which could minimize sufferings to a large extent. (Alo. Pra.Vol.9: 5-9-47)

Banerjee Da:  The distortions that prevails in society today, is it because the Supreme Father desires it?

Sri Sri Thakur: We harvest bliss when we desire to love Him and move on His path. But if our desire becomes complex infested, then the consequence is inevitable.  

Banerjee Da:  Is it that the Supreme Father has no desire?

Sri Sri Thakur: Our desire is His Desire. Light glows, because its tendency is to glow. It will keep on glowing. More one moves towards it, better does one receive light. On the contrary, as much we go away from it, enveloping ourselves with complexes, so much do we get deprived of His light. Our benefit lies in progression. By moving away from him, we torture our satta through complexes. So, now it is left to our own desire to see how we move.
