Vrataraj Swastyayani

Swastyayani Vrata is based on five pillars of principles. The first one deals with Sadachar which means Sattachar.  The second one deals with adjustment of one’s desire and requirements. The downfall of Hitlor could be compared with the reign of complexes and the life of Chhatrapati Shibaji is an example of  concentric life around Ideal. The third principle mention to do whatever comes in mind as good. Please note that the statement is not applicable to wrong thinking processes.  The definition of good is that which nourishes self existence along with that of the environment. The fourth principle aims at Jaajan in the environment where Jaajan means message of the Lord.  

The fifth principle mentions about daily offering to Lord which has to be preserved (after sending Rs. three along with Ishtavrity) under one’s own custody as a trustee. Out of the Swastyayani deposits one could take 1/10 in a situation of crisis.  Without the direct instruction of Lord, the preserved money cannot be touched.  As the matter of instruction of Lord does not arise after His demise, the whole amount should be utilised for purchasing landed property and the Swastyayani Vrata holder  himself should remain as a Sevayat of this property.

Sree Sree Thakur has told ‘ I  can say with promise that Swastyayani is the only way for leading the individual and the society to peace by driving away all types of sorrows, misery and disease’. He has also told that for converting a society of unemployment  to that of able ones’, the message of Swastyayani must spread rapidly

The First step of Swastyayani

Sree Sree Thakur tells that Jajan-Jaajan-Istabhrity is the first step of Swastyayani Vrata. Like the worship of Lord Ganesh is the first step of worship for any idol, acceptance of Ishtavriti initiation is the first step for observers of Swastyayani. 

The implication of first step is that  self preparation specially Jajan helps to perform the first three principles of swastyayani better. Jaajan has similar implication of the fourth principle. Ishtavriti prepares for the fifth principle. As Swastyayani is a Vrata i.e. an avowed performance, this preparation is mandatory. This would prevent distortion in Swastyayani performance in future and thus save a person from bad effects of breaking the Swastyayani Vrata.

Where as the vendor is in need of money for meeting the necessities of family and also to meet the expenses of…….. (marriage/construction of house/treatment of family member/repay of loan etc. as the case may be) but there is no other way to arrange for the money except to sell the land described in column 5 of this deed which is coming in exclusive possession by virtue of purchase/ancestral …….(State how the vendor has acquired the land i.e. source of title over land) and so he proposed to the Vendee who agreed to purchase the land out of the fund of his Swastyayani Arghya which he has performing as a disciple of Sree Sree Thakur Anukulchandra and as per the norms and condition of his Swastyayani Vrata, this property purchased shall always remain as the property of Swastyayani and shall not be transferable by any person to any person, nor any one can encumber this property in any manner, nor this property shall ever be hypothecated in any manner and shall be managed for ever in the manner Sree Sree Thakur Anukulchandra has directed in His Shruti vani on the subject. The vendor in his perfect normal state of health and mind without any coercion or deception has transferred the property mentioned in column 5 of this deed to the Vendee and has put him in possession of the land having received the full amount of consideration mentioned in column 4 of this deed viz. Rs. ...……..and henceforth the Vendee will utilise the usufructs of the land as per his own will for the object he has purchased and will get his name mutated in the office of the State of ……(Orissa/WB/Bihar etc. as the case may be) and after paying the rent to the state will obtain the rent receipt in lieu there of and hence the vendor has executed this sale deed with respect to the property mentioned in column 5 which is free from any encumbrance and if in any case, at any time, the Vendee is disposed either from part or the whole, the vendor or the heirs of the vendor shall be liable to make good the loss from the property of the vendor or the heirs of the vendor as the case may be.


The essence of the text mentioned below must find a mention, in the local language, in the deed while purchasing a Swastyayani estate or creating a Swastyayani estate out of the Swastyayani Arghya .

Economic Development - Principles of Sree Sree Thakur Anukulchandra

Sree Sree Thakur Anukulchandra’s economic principle can be analysed under two headings, namely, a) Economic Development of a person, and b) Economic Development of a nation.

Economic Development of a person
On the issue of economic development of a person, Sree Sree Thakur has gone to the root of a person’s character.  Sree Sree Thakur says that an individual’s character is the basis for his state of affairs, be it economic, social, domestic, physical and so on.

The factors which are immediately seen as responsible factors for economic well being are educational attainment, skill formation, experience, ability to deal with issues and tasks, inter personal relations, level of tolerance for ambiguity, communication, social acceptability, innovative ways of doing things and so on.  These are certain factors, which determine a person’s ability to earn.  Similarly there are factors that determine his spending requirement.  The factors that essentially control one’s expenditure at outer level are one’s behaviour, family status, place of living and so on.

The inner level factors are those which are responsible for the ‘outer level’ factors.  These are, namely, one’s concentration, commitment, degree of responsibility, urge for excellence, purl for accomplishment, skill, luxury of purpose, tenacity, attitude and  so on.

Economic Development of a Nation
Sree Sree Thakur laid primary emphasis on growth of agriculture.  Agriculture meets the basic requirement of food, employment and income to large section of so called low skill low capital holding persons.

Sree Sree Thakur wanted agricultural yield to increase, so that food is available to all at an affordable market price. Every one should get a square meal a day without much botheration. Farming community need not depend upon the State for the availability of all requirements.  It is here that the Swastyayani State has a supporting role to play.  There has to be free market in agricultural produce.  Agro based industries should be encouraged and there should not be trade barriers across the boarder. Sree Sree Thakur visualised a situation of plenty and hence there may not be a need for the Public Distribution System, which in any case does not deliver the goods to the target community.  In a situation like today when a large section of the people are without purchasing power to purchase food at a market price, some kind of restricted PDS has to continue with the involvement of voluntary organisations.  It is here again that Swastyayani States can play a role in reaching the food to the target people.

Sree Sree Thakur Anukulchandra – the proponent of ‘Swastyayani’

Swastyayani viewed from the angle of life, presents a panorama of quality, which is far superior to any other philosophy ever conceived in the history of civilization.  No other theory or philosophy dealing with human and social life in human civilization has come out with such a precise and yet profound scheme that ‘Swastayayani’ holds out for the coming generations.  

The first tenet-your body s His instrument, take care of it

The first tenet enjoins upon us to take care of our physical system, keep it fit and enduring, to follow the conducts of health and hygiene with a solemnity that goes with consideration of ‘my body is an instrument dedicated for His service’.  Traditionally it has been said that ‘Sariram adyam, khalu dharma sadhanam’.  Sree Sree Thakur however has gone a step a head by saying that the body is an instrument for worshipping your Lord.  By saying this Sree Sree Thakur has added so much sanctity to human body that we can hardly neglect our body, as habitually we are found to do.

The second tenet – reorient your psychological propensities towards your Lord
The second issue deals with psychological and emotional thoughts, which propel our activities and motivate our selves for or against a particular effort.  We have some emotional anchors to our personality.  Sree Sree Thakur calls them as complexes and instincts.  They have been identified as greed, anger, lust, ego lethargy infatuation and so on.  These are part of human nature.  Traditionally it has been advocated that in the interest of having a higher and better life, these baser instincts should be kept controlled and should always be kept at arms length.  Sree Sree Thakur says that, being an integral part of human nature, these instincts can hardly be regulated or controlled by oneself.  Sree Sree Thakur, in fact, has removed the taboo, the negative connotation attached to these instincts.  Sree Sree Thakur says these are various live instrumentalities, which are double edged.  These can be put to creative and purposeful use.  Sree Sree Thakur does not advocate to control or decimate these instinctive elements.  He instead talks of sublimating them. 

These instincts and complexes have a very transitory spell.  They arise like bubbles and tend to keep the mind and body absorbed and engaged.  The best way to handle them is to keep one’s body and mind engaged with Sree Sree Thakur and in activities related to him. 

The third tenet- Just to it

The third tenet of ‘Swastyayani’ reiterates the traditional wisdom, which says that if you have got to do something tomorrow, please do it today and if you need to do something today, then please do it now.  This traditional adages, tries to hasten up every thing.  It is difficult to practice it in action, without prioritising the jobs in hand.  Sree Sree Thakur has laid down a distinct yard stick for drawing the priorities.  He says,  ‘ the works which you consider would promote and further your upbringing and which meets the appeal of your lord, should be attended at once with all your energy and enthusiasm.  Your good ideas are to be translated into actions, overcoming all odds’.  

The fourth tenet – Jaajan

A person is so much indebted  to the society that unless he reinvests something into his social circle, then he is only axing at the bottom of his own leg.  More a person serves his social liability, better is his prospect of living and growing in the society.

Primary instruments of ‘Jaajan’ as spelt out by Sree Sree Thakur in general, are love and service.  We are serving a person, not for his sake, but for the sake of Sree Sree Thakur.  “You are for the Lord and nor for others, you are for the Lord and So far others”, said Sree Sree Thakur.  I am more interested in myself, than the person whom am I am serving.  Service to the other person is more of my job than a favour to him.  It is less a charity and more a personal commitment.  I need to serve a person’s genuine need, may be expressed o may be unsolicited, which Sree Sree Thakur calls as ‘inquisitive service’.  

The firth tenet- daily offering to Lord

Sree Sree Thakur had a ground scheme of bringing about a social transformation and each individual devotee has a key role to play.  In this tenet Sree Sree Thakur desires his devotees to raise their income level by means of honest earning.  Secondly, Sree Sree Thakur’s this scheme of capital creation, channelising that capital in the mainstream of national savings, creation of divine assets and income and use of that income for societal cause has grand plan of economic and social development of the nation.  It also in a way calls for formation of social groups for constructive purposes.
