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Talking Point 
 Process of Evolution
Evolution is an eternal phenomenon of creation. Be it human being, cattle or goat, all have the possibility to evolve. Evolution takes place through the internal urge. As much concentric the urge becomes, so much does one grow (Alo.Pra.Vol.17:9-6-49)

‘Man will evolve into superhuman’ says Sri Sri Thakur Anukul Chandra. He adds, ‘God evolves more and more through the human form. By following God, man progresses and his acumen improves. Though a goat or a cattle is similar to human form, and have hunger, thirst, fear, reproduction, happiness, sorrow, etc. all similar to human being; their physical form is the result of their complexes and they have a very limited form of evolution’. (Alo.Pra.Vol.17: 21-6-49) ‘Frog has evolved into human form. It means, its instincts got improved. The human characteristics was there embedded within the frog which got unfurled during transformation to higher level’. (Alo.Pra.Vol.17:23-7-49)
According to Sri Sri Thakur, there is a number for vibration of each object. That is why, objects could be transformed through vibration. In case of human beings, through tapa, the body system has to undergo a similar level of experience. Naam (repetition of holy name) creates vibration. It means, elevation of responsiveness takes place to this level through a process of intercellular or intermolecular adjustment. If saadhana, compatible marriage and eugenics are practiced through successive family lineage, then these are stabilized. Again this change also permeates those who with ardent love serve them. Thus evolution goes on. (Alo.Pra.Vol.18: 12-10-49)

Quoting the axiom ‘He who shoots at the star, reaches the height of a tree’, Sri Sri Thakur tells, ‘this is how the march to humanity takes place. Weakness, problems and incapacity is inherent, but unless the aim is noble and great, how could one evolve? This is how human being is rolling on to newer heights piercing through the unknown and impossible. (Alo.Pra.Vol.17:4-5-49) If humanity did not feel compelled to think or strive; to find solution to emerging problems, then humanity could not have progressed so far (Alo.Pra.Vol.10:14-1-48). 
Conflict is essential for evolution. Sri Sri Thakur says, ‘If there is no conflict, then there would be neither any evolution nor any furtherance of efficiency. Absence of conflict is as harmful as overpowering conflict. Therefore a balance between competition and cooperation, obstacle and facilitation should be maintained for humanity to progress on the path of being and becoming.’ (Alo.Pra.Vol.17:15-6-49)
‘Love forms the basis of the process of evolution’. (Alo. Pra.Vol.10:25-1-48) People consider the effort for godhood as madness. But evolution is not possible without that effort. If we want to exist, we have to have a concentric urge upon such a living Ideal who is above complexes. Through the process of fulfilling him, not only do we master the progression of Satta, but also we understand the aim of life. This wisdom and knowledge do not remain confined to only individual’s realization; rather, it advances the thought process, consciousness and capability to a great extent. This change encompasses both in and out of the individual along with many lives in his environment. Thus, centering around each Prophet of the Age, evolution. of human being progresses on and on (Alo.Pra.Vol.17:2-6-49) Every individual used to have a normal evolution in life through the social system of chaturashrama (brahmacharya, garhasthya, vanaprastha and sanyasa). (Alo.Pra.Vol.17:12-6-49)

Evolution will not be effective, if there is no urge and energy behind it. Evolution process is not a lifeless matter. It has both physical and psychical dimension. Until one is reborn after his demise, he can not evolve further. It means, energy can not progress actively without being adjusted with intelligence and muscle. (Alo.Pra. Vol.17:15-6-49)
Sri Sri Thakur says, “I feel, our evolution is not possible without attaching our libidoic urge with someone superior to us. If the libidoic urge gets destroyed, then we become like   inanimate  objects   comparable  to  that  of a  patient 
unable to do anything except eat and just survive. Less the libidoic urge, lesser is the evolution or change—similar to that of stone or iron. For ensuring change, this much of heat or tapa (intense saadhana) is necessary. Unless the urge is unicentric, there will be no evolution. Multi-centric attachment diffuses the urge and hence integration with Ideal does not take place. (Alo.Pra.Vol.17:30-5-49)

Whenever prophets come, they say ‘I have come to fulfill and not to destroy’. If one follows ‘Fulfiller, the best and the prophet of the Age’, then all past prophets are also revered. Because, within Him lies the highest knowledge and highest fulfillment. Whenever we sideline Him, we get deprived of the impulse of the latest and best manifestation of human perfection.  So, evolution gets hampered. We become back-dated and our progress gets blocked (Alo.Pra.Vol.10:30-1-48). If we believe in the theory of evolution, then there is no way to refute this. Can we be rescued if we ignore science and scientific principles through our brute power? Can we escape from the effect of Potassium cyanide if we swallow it presuming to be ambrosia? (Alo.Pra.Vol.7:14-3-46).

Discourses

(translated from Alochana Prasange Vol.19:18-9-50)
Pandeyji: Many untouchables live life of Brahmin; shouldn’t they be accepted as Brahmins?
Sri Sri Thakur: Many untouchables have become rishi. Many brahmins adore Ruhidas till date, he was a chamar by caste. He does not claim but nature enthrones him.
Pandeyji: Is it not desirable to abandon caste, creed, dharma etc. for the purpose of attaining highest evolution?

Sri Sri Thakur: If you peel off the bark of a growing tree, it stops growing. Ignoring the inborn instincts will take us no where. If you remove and discard the skin, the body system will be spoiled.
Pandeyji: Will the boundaries of caste system persist for long time to come?
Sri Sri Thakur: Everything will fade away once you ascend the plane of Sanyasa. But if you throw away this pressure prematurely, you can’t hold and maintain yourself; unregulated disintegration will crop in.

First of all, we must wage war on weakness. We must be bold and brave; for weakness is sin incarnate! Drive away at once— this depressing, blood sucking vampire! With the least weakness you cannot be truly sincere, and so long as your thoughts and words do not agree, the dirt within shall not be touched.

Failure need not be weakness; to fail to try is weakness. If despite your all-out effort in anything, you fail to succeed, no harm; carry on; don’t stop! That unblemished effort must carry you toward the goal.
